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Mahasarakham University has achieved its operational goals in accordance with
the missions set forth for the fiscal year 2014. Noticeable progress has been made especially
with regard to research, academic services to the community, as well as finance and budget
management. This is evidenced by the result of the evaluation by the Office for Education
Standards and Quality Assessment (Public Organization), indicating that MSU’s overall operation
is at an “Excellent” level. In regard to research involvement, MSU has contributed substantial
research publications and distributions with increasing citations during 1994-2014, with a
total of 1,816 titles in the Scopus Database. In addition, based on the ranking by Scimargo
Institutions Ranking 2014, MSU ranked 2,155th among 28,833 institutions worldwide, and 11th
in Thailand. QS Asian Universities Ranking placed MSU in the “301+” group and the 14th rank
among universities nationwide. The overall evaluation by QS Star Ratings 2014 rated MSU
at the level of “3 Stars”, indicating that the University has the potential for being developed
into an international university. In the same assessment, MSU was rated at a “5 stars” level
for teaching, facilities, and engagement. It was evaluated to be at a “4 stars” level in the
aspect of employability, and at a “3 stars” level for internationalization and for innovation.
In addition, the University ranked 13th among universities in Thailand, or 25th and 934th in
Asia and in the world, respectively. In University Ranking by Academic Performance (URAP)
2013-2014, the University ranked 16th among universities nationwide, and 1,880th worldwide.
Mahasarakham University stood out upon its development into a green university, as it was
placed 3rd among Thai universities and 74th worldwide in the ranking by Ul Green Metric
World University Ranking 2014.

Mahasarakham University has accelerated its operation on important missions, including
improving the quality of education and study programs, as well as promoting graduates’
employability and increasing the number of faculty members with a doctoral degree and
an academic position. Certain measures have been put into effect to accelerate effective
operation, including the implementation of policies set forth by MSU Council and MSU
administration, as well as the transfer of such policies to actual practice. Besides, the University
has integrated various operational tactics to satisfy the internal quality assessment and risk
management criteria determined by the Office of Higher Education Commission, the Office for
Education Standards and Quality Assessment (Public Organization), and the Office of Public
Sector Development Commission, which will in turn result in an organizational administration

system of high quality and standards according to the principles of good governance.,,

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Mahasarakham University originated from the College of Education, Mahasarakham,
which was established on March 27, 1968. The college’s status was later elevated to become
a regional campus of Srinakharinwirot University on June 29, 1974. The university finally gained
its independent status and became Mahasarakham University, Thailand’s 22nd government
university, on December 9, 1994, when the University Act was graciously authorized by His
Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej and later published in the Royal Thai Government Gazette
Volume 111, Section 54 A.

Mahasarakham University’s original center of administration was located at 269/2
Nakhonsawan Road, Talad Sub-district, Muang District, Maha Sarakham Province. Covering an
area of 368 rai (including the land of 171 rai purchased from Khanasawat College in 2005), the
old campus is approximately 470 kilometers from Bangkok. Since 1998, the University has
moved its center of operation to a new campus at 40/21 Khamriang Sub-district, Kantharawichai
District, Maha Sarakham Province, on a land of 1,300 rai, approximately 7 kilometers from the
original campus.

In addition to the original and the new locations, Mahasarakham University comprises

various other operating areas for teaching, learning, and research, including an area of



650 rai in Nadoon District, an area of 273 rai in Kerng Sub-district, Muang District, and a land of
approximately 1,000 rai in Ban Nasinuan, Kantharawichai District, Maha Sarakham Province.

At present, Mahasarakham University operates a total of 9 units under the bureaucratic
system, namely, the Faculty of Education, the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, the
Faculty of Science, the Faculty of Technology, the Computer Center, the Academic Resource
Center, Walai Rukhavej Botanical Research Institute, the Research Institute of Northeastern Art
and Culture, and the Office of the President.

The University also operates a total of 18 internal non-bureaucratic units, including
the Faculty of Nursing, Mahasarakham Business School, the Faculty of Pharmacy, the Faculty
of Engineering, the Faculty of Architecture, urban Design and Creative Arts, the Faculty of
Fine and Applied Arts, the Faculty of Informatics, the Faculty of Graduate Studies, the Faculty
of Public Health, the Faculty of Medicine, the College of Music, the College of Politics and
Governance, the Faculty of Tourism and Hotel management, the Faculty of Environment and
Resource Studies, the Faculty of Cultural Science, the Faculty of Law, and the Office of General
Education.

The University comprises 3 education-promoting units, which are the Paleontological
Research and Education Centre, Mahasarakham University Demonstration School (Elementary),
and Mahasarakham University Demonstration School (Secondary). Two other units are operated
to support the University’s academic operation, namely, MSU Book Center and MSU Uniquest
Office.

In addition, the University has expanded educational opportunities by offering
undergraduate and post-graduate degree programs in three academic service centers, located

in Ubon Ratchathani, Nakhon Ratchasima, and Udon Thani provinces.

Mahasarakham University’s academic operation is based on the bi-semester educational
management system, with each semester covering 16 weeks of instruction. Three levels of
study programs are offered: Bachelor’s Degree, Master’s Degree and Doctoral Degree programs.

Mahasarakham University has realized and emphasized the importance of students’
quality development. To create a process for the development of students’ potentials to
become preferable graduates in conformity with the University’s philosophy “Public Devotion
is a virtue of the learned”, the University has specified an identity standard for MSU students,
stating that “MSU students are reliable supporters to the society and community”. Following
the development guideline, student development is aimed at enhancing students’ potentials
so that they will attain preferable attributes according to the identity standard. MSU students
are expected to be: 1) clever (in academic and extra-curricular activities), 2) good (with a public
mind, morality and ethics), and 3) happy (with welfare and services) while spending their time
inside and outside the University. With such qualities, students will meet the ultimate quality
standard known as “MSU for All” which ensures that they will be reliable members of the

society. The University employs 7 strategies for developing students towards the goal.



In the fiscal year 2014, the University encouraged the Division of Student Affairs and
faculties to promote student development activities in accordance with the university identity
guideline. For example, to promote students’ cleverness, the University allocated budgets
for organizing academic conferences, as well as for improving students’ academic potentials
by encouraging them to take part in activities through courses and student clubs. Besides, to
promote students’ goodness, the University organized many projects for ethics promotion and
also supported projects launched by students themselves. As for promoting students’ happi-
ness, the University endeavored to improve the residential area as well as the environment
inside and outside the University, in addition to improving the quality of services and facilities

to accommodate students. It can be seen that in 2014 MSU students gained reputation and

recognition in a number of competitions, at both national and international levels.
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In the fiscal year 2014, the university organized activities to support student affairs,
including 212 projects, with a total budset of 16,357,601 Baht. These projects can be categorized
into 68 projects for student relations, with a budget of 4,633,090 Baht, 33 projects for art and
cultural promotion, with a budget of 1,988,390 Baht, 37 projects for sports, with a budget of
5,218,731 Baht, 24 projects for voluntary public services, with a budget of 572,700 Baht, and
50 projects for academic services, with a budget of 3,944,690 Baht, as shown in the charts to

follow.

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Scholarship funding is another responsibility for the Students Welfare Section, the main
mission of which involves improving the provision of financial aids for needy students suffering
financial problems to enable them to continue their studies. There are two categories of
scholarships: gratuity funds and loan funds, the latter being interest-free funds managed through
the Student Loan Fund (SLF) system. These financial aids are supported by government units,
private units, foundations and the University itself, as well as individuals who have donated

money as a scholarship for students. Such scholarships can be classified as follows:

1. nun1sAN¥1318Y / Yearly Scholarships
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Yearly Scholarships refer to gratuity funds donated by generous individuals to be granted
annually as scholarships to some students, or donated funds that yield profits or interests to
be granted annually as scholarships to students. Such scholarships also come from an annual

budget allocated by the University to provide financial assistance for students. In the fiscal



year 2014, Mahasarakham University received 262 scholarships from this type of funding, with

a total amount of 1,580,000 THB, including 248 scholarships received from government units,

with a total amount of 1,470,000 THB, and 14 scholarships from private units and foundations,

with a total amount of 110,000 THB, The ratio of the total number of scholarships provided by

the university to that from outside sources is 9.47 : 0.53, while the ratio of the total amount

of money provided by the university to that from outside sources is 9.30 : 0.70, The details

are as follows:

Mahasarakham University has been involved in research and has made increasing
progress with regard to research contribution by faculty members and students. To develop
the potential for effective operation in this regard, the University has set up a mechanism for
continuous promotion and support of faculty members’ and students’ research involvement.
For instance, the University’s budget allocation system has been adjusted in accordance with
the indicators for education quality assessment regarding research development, and research
grants from both domestic and overseas sources have been provided to support research
works. Financial aids have also been available to support publications of research articles,
as well as research skill development for researchers and supporting staff. Furthermore, the
University’s academic journals have been issued to facilitate the publication and dissemination
of research papers, while national and international conferences have been organized and
research collaboration networks have been established for the purpose of producing research
works with sustainable value to the society and the nation. There has also been support for

institutional research leading to developing and seeking solutions to problems concerning



administration and development within the University.

In the fiscal year 2014, Mahasarakham University allocated budgets from both internal
and external funds to support 568 research projects, with a total of 68,636,216 baht. A budget
of 8,100,000 baht from the annual government statement of expenditure was allocated to
support 49 project, while an amount of 2,055,000 baht from the University’s annual statement

of expenditure was provided for 108 projects.

The building for “Sarng Sart Silp Thin Isan” Arts and Cultural Learning Center at Ban
Wai School, Tambon Huay Wai, Wapipathum District, Maha Sarakham Province, originated from
a devoted group of students from Mahasarakham University. The project on establishing the
center was initiated by students from the Folk Musical Arts program, the College of Music, who
requested a budget of 500,000 Baht from Ajinomoto Foundation to support their Voluntary
Camp. Upon approval of the financial support, the operation of the project commenced
when a main building for the center was constructed, with the aim of raising awareness among
MSU students and teenagers of the values of local arts and culture as well as the importance
of cooperation and harmony between students and community. The College of Music held
the opening ceremony and the presentation of the building of the Local Arts and Cultural
Learning Center on October 26, 2556.
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Ban Huachang Nongsaeng Local Arts and Culture Learning Center, located in Ban
Huachang, Tambon Khokko, Muang District, Maha Sarakham Province, was set up on September
1, 2014, with cooperation from the Research Institute of Northeastern Arts and Culture.
Realizing the values of numerous rare objects scattering in the community, a group of students
and villagers gathered to clean, sort, and register them for displays. With an arrangement of
a new display venue, a program has been developed for people in the community to learn
about local arts and culture. A workshop has been organized on how to systematically register
and preserve ancient artifacts, which have been displayed in Ban Huachang Nongsaeng School,
marking the initiation of a community center for learning local arts and culture. It is aimed at
implanting spiritual awareness for students and people in the community of their valuable

contributions to conserving and promoting local arts and culture for continuous learning.
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Mahasarakham University operates various academic service units, including the fol-
lowing:
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The Computer Center is the primary unit to administer computer networks and devel-
op computer systems for use in the management of the University. It controls and serves the
University’s distance learning and the phone systems. Providing services to facilitate teaching
and research, the Center also organizes computer training and workshops for the personnel
of the University and the community, in addition to taking charge of the maintenance of
computer equipment and providing computer services to students and staff. In the fiscal year
2014, The Computer Center held 9 computer training programs for internal and external staffs,
with an allocated budget of 96,450 baht. The Center also provided central computer services

through 249 computers set up in various buildings within the University.

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Mahasarakham University Library Network has been established with the aim of shar-
ing resources as well as setting up good relationship among personnel working in libraries
within the University. MSULINET is a network of cooperation among various libraries or read-
ing rooms in faculties, institutes, and centers in MSU. Besides making it possible to share re-
sources within the network and with other related networks, which results in beneficial and
maximal utilization of available information, MSULINET helps to minimize the budget for pur-
chasing information resources needed for providing services for library users. In addition, it
creates good relationship among those who work in various libraries within the University as
they cooperate in working, meeting, training, and sharing experiences about problems pertain-
ing to library operation, which in turn contributes to services that satisfy the needs of library
users, especially those in the MSU community as well as local community and the society.

Activities organized by MSULINET include meeting, sharing knowledge, training in
searching information, and providing services for borrowing, returning, and sharing information
within the network and with other related networks. Based on meeting minutes, Mahasarakham
University Library Network has been set up along with an appointed working team. With a
meeting being held every 2 months, the network comprises a total of 18 libraries or reading

rooms from faculties, institutes, and centers within MSU.
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The Research Institute of
North-eastern Art and Culture is a working
unit aiming at studying, researching and con-
serving the local culture and wisdom. The
Institute produces graduates with academic
excellence, applies indigenous wisdom in the

conservation of natural resources, and takes

Mahasarakham University Demonstration School (Secondary) was established in
2014 upon the approval by the Mahasarakham University Council, with the goal of providing
welfare and education for children of Mahasarakham University’s faculty and staff members.
Mahasarakham University Demonstration School (secondary) currently comprises a total of
1,653 students, with 865 and 788 in upper and lower secondary levels, respectively. A total
of 602 students finished their education, 286 and 316 of whom completed Matthayomsuksa
3 and Matthayomsuksa 6, respectively. Out of the 316 students who finished their second-
ary education, 81 students (31.64 %) were admitted to different universities for their higher
education in the fields of science and technology, 56 students (21.88 %) in the fields of health

science, and 119 students (46.48 %) in the areas of social sciences. (Data 12 December ,2014)
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Mahasarakham University Demonstration
School (Primary) is an alternative school
aimed at providing learners with physical and
mental integrity that is equipped with ethics.
In the academic year 2014, the School’s
total student population is 807, with 222

students in kindergarten and 585 students

in the elementary level. A total of 84

students finished their primary education from this school. Out of the 84 students, 64 of them
(76.19 %) furthered their education in Matthayomsuksa 1 level in Mahasarakham Univer-
sity Demonstration School, 1 (1.19 %) in Khon Kaen University Demonstration School, 18

(21.43 %) in other secondary schools, and 1 (1.19 %) in a junior high school abroad.
