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Mahasarakham University (MSU) has achieved its operational commissions towards
the fiscal year 2017.The university has manifestly prospered, especially, in terms of research,
academic services for communities, administration, finance, and budget. Those can be seen
by the “Good” level outcome from the Internal Quality Assurance. In line with research
undertaking, MSU has internationally published its articles, which have extensively been
cited. There are totally 2,218 publications in Scopus database from 1994 to 2017.In addition,



Mahasarakham University was ranked the 649" out of 28,833 worldwide institutions or
organizations by SCimago Institutions Ranking 2017, as well as the 16" ranking in Thailand.
In line with QS Asian Universities Ranking (QS AUR), MSU was ranked the 301+™" of Asia and
the 14" of universities in Thailand. According to QS Star Ratings 2014, MSU was rated with
different rating stars. The ‘3 Stars’ for overall perspectives means the growth of university’s
from national to international potentialities. The “5 Stars” was assessed towards instruction,
operational buildings, and social services. The “4 Stars” was given for graduate employability
from the employers’ assessment. The “3 Stars” was rated for international recognition and
innovation. MSU was also assessed by Webometrics with the 16™ university in Thailand, the
48" rank in ASEAN, the 678™ in Asia, and the 2,093™ in the world. Regarding the University
Ranking by Academic Performance (URAP) 2016-2017, MSU was ranked the 16" university in
Thailand and the 1,918" in the world. In reference to Ul Green Metric World University
Ranking 2017, Mahasarakham University was remarkable as the green university at the 14™
ranking of Thailand and the 230" of the world.

Mahasarakham University has accelerated various substantial missions; those are,
instructional managements, quality curriculums, graduate employability encouragement,
doctoral degree education, and academic titles among faculty members.Those missions
have implemented from the policy of the University Council and the University Committee
Board to operative missions. Those include the integrations among the practices to
accomplish the goals set by the Higher Education Commission (HEC), Office for Education
Standards and Quality Assessment (Public Organization) (ONE&QA), and Office of Public
Sector Development Commission (OPDC), in accordance with the Internal Quality Assurance
and the risk management. All of these contribute to quality and standard administrative

system with good governance throughout the organization.
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Historical Background

Mahasarakham University originated from the College of Education, Mahasarakham,
which was established on March 27, 1968. The college’s status was later elevated to become a
regional campus of Srinakharinwirot University on June 29, 1974.The university finally gained its
independent status and became Mahasarakham University, Thailand’s 22nd government
university, on December 9, 1994, when the University Act was graciously authorized by His
Majesty King Bhumibol Adulyadej and later published in the Royal Thai Government Gazette
Volume 111, Section 54 A.

Mahasarakham University’s original center of administration was located at 269/2
Nakhonsawan Road, Talad Sub-district, Muang District, Maha Sarakham Province. Covering an
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area of 368 rai (including the land of 171 rai purchased from Khanasawat College in 2005), the
old campus is approximately 470 kilometers from Bangkok. Since 1998, the University has
moved its center of operation to a new campus at 40/21 Khamriang Sub-district, Kantharawichai
District, Maha Sarakham Province, on a land of 1,300 rai, approximately 7 kilometers from the
original campus.

In addition to the original and the new locations, Mahasarakham University comprises
various other operating areas for teaching, learning, and research, including an area of 650 rai in
Nadoon District, an area of 273 rai in Kerng Sub-district, Muang District, and a land of
approximately 1,000 rai in Ban Nasinuan, Kantharawichai District, Maha Sarakham Province.

At present, Mahasarakham University operates a total of 9 units under the bureaucratic
system, namely, the Faculty of Education, the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, the
Faculty of Science, the Faculty of Technology, the Computer Center, the Academic Resource
Center, Walai Rukhavej Botanical Research Institute, the Research Institute of Northeastern Art
and Culture, and the Office of the President.

The University also operates a total of 18 internal non-bureaucratic units, including the
Faculty of Nursing, Mahasarakham Business School, the Faculty of Pharmacy, the Faculty of
Engineering, the Faculty of Architecture, urban Design and Creative Arts, the Faculty of Fine and
Applied Arts, the Faculty of Informatics, the Faculty of Graduate Studies, the Faculty of Public
Health, the Faculty of Medicine, the College of Music, the College of Politics and Governance,
the Faculty of Tourism and Hotel management, the Faculty of Environment and Resource
Studies, the Faculty of Cultural Science, the Faculty of Law, and the Office of General
Education.

The University comprises 3 education-promoting units, which are the Paleontological
Research and Education Centre, Mahasarakham University Demonstration School (Elementary),
and Mahasarakham University Demonstration School (Secondary).Two other units are operated
to support the University’s academic operation, namely, MSU Book Center and MSU Uniquest
Office.

In addition, the University has expanded educational opportunities by offering
undergraduate and post-graduate degree programs in three academic service centers, located in

Ubon Ratchathani, Nakhon Ratchasima, and Udon Thani provinces.

Education System and Admissions

Mahasarakham University’s academic operation is based on the bi-semester
educational management system, with each semester covering 1 6 weeks of instruction.

Three levels of study programs are offered: Bachelor’s Degree, Master’s Degree and Doctoral
Degree programs.

Regarding the significance of students’ potentiality, Mahasarakham University (MSU)
establishes a process of students’ potentiality needed for the university and society in
accordance with the university’s philosophy, “Public devotion is a virtue of the learned.”
Subsequently, MSU designates its students as “Students —-the society and community
advocates”. The frameworks to encourage students as the MSU identity are: 1) Be smart (in

Mahasarakham University has been involved in research and has made increasing
progress with regard to research contribution by faculty members and students. To develop the
potential for effective operation in this regard, the University has set up a mechanism for
continuous promotion and support of faculty members’ and students’ research involvement. For
instance, the University’s budget allocation system has been adjusted in accordance with the
indicators for education quality assessment regarding research development, and research grants
from both domestic and overseas sources have been provided to support research works.
Financial aids have also been available to support publications of research articles, as well as
research skill development for researchers and supporting staff. Furthermore, the University’s
academic journals have been issued to facilitate the publication and dissemination of research
papers, while national and international conferences have been organized and research
collaboration networks have been established for the purpose of producing research works with
sustainable value to the society and the nation. There has also been support for institutional

research leading to developing and seeking solutions to problems concerning administration and
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development within the University.

In fiscal year 2017, Mahasarakham University allocated budgets from both internal and
external funds to support 175 research projects, with a total of 55,285,192 Baht. A budget of
17,578,500 baht from the annual government statement of expenditure was allocated to support
58 projects, while an amount of 1,190,000 baht from the University’s annual statement of
expenditure was provided for 70 projects and 36,516,692 baht from external organizations to

support 47 projects.

Mahasarakham University has always realized the importance of educational quality
and development along with the management of teaching and learning. The Center for
Educational Quality Assessment and Development has been established to encourage all
faculties and institutes within the University to carry out an educational quality assessment
continuously in the same direction. Following the management policy and system, the Center
has set up the procedure and evaluated the University’s educational quality and development
in accordance with the University’s plan and policy of educational quality assessment. It also
coordinates the development of the Educational Quality Assessment for Staff and Internal
System. Moreover, the Center performs the duties in gathering, producing, and publicizing
information, knowledge, and activities relating to educational quality assessment in the
academic year 2016. On 16-17 October 2017, Mahasarakham University was evaluated on the
basis of 13 indicators, the results of which were as follows. The overall result for the evaluation
was “Good” with the score of “4.22” which was higher than that in 2015 (4.13). The indicators
for “Excellent” result included Component 2 (Research 4.75) and Component 4 (Arts and
Cultural Preservation 5.00). The indicators for “Good” result included Component 1 (Producing

Graduates 3.88) and Component 5 (Administration and Management 4.40). The indicators for
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“Fair” results included Component 3 (Academic Service to Society 3.00). According to the
quality analysis, the input, procedure, and output were “Good” result included 4.27, 4.29 and
4.03 points.

The six indicators used to compile the QS University Rankings: Asia are as follows:

1. Academic reputation (40%)

This is assessed using data from the large global survey of academics conducted by QS each
year. The results of this survey, which asks academics to identify the leading universities in
their own subject area, also feed into other rankings and reports produced by QS, including
the QS World University Rankings and the QS World University Rankings by Subject. The aim
is to give an indication of which universities hold the strongest reputation within the

international academic community.

2. Employer reputation (10%)

This is again assessed using the results of a major international survey, this time of graduate
Employers, who are asked to identify the universities they perceive as producing the highest
quality eraduates. The results of this survey are used to inform a number of other QS
research projects, reflecting the importance of employability and employment prospects for

today’s university applicants and graduates.

3. Faculty/Student Ratio (20%)
This indicator assesses the ratio of full-time academic staff members employed per student
enrolled. The aim is to give an idea of how much contact time and academic support

students at the institution may expect to receive.
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4. Citations per faculty (20%)
This indicator assesses the number of research papers published per faculty member.

This provides an indication of the overall research productivity of the university.

5&6 International faculty ratio/International student ratio (5% each)

A highly international university acquires and confers a number of advantages. It
demonstrates an ability to attract faculty and students from across the world, which in turn
suggests that it possesses a strong international brand. It implies a highly global outlook:
essentially for institutions operating in an internationalised higher education sector. It also
provides both students and staff alike with a multinational environment, facilitating
exchange of best practices and beliefs. In doing so, it provides students with international
sympathies and global awareness: soft skills increasingly valuable to employers. Both of

these metrics are worth 5% of the overall total.
